"% Try showering the “navy w ay’.

t into your toilet tank and let is sit for 15 minutes. If
the color appears in the bowl without flushing, y ou
have a leak that should be repaired immediately. A
leaky toilet can waste as much as 200 gallons of \ater
a day.

¥ Bathroom facilities claim nearly 75% of the water
used. If your toilet is running, call the office and place
a work order (not ‘go catch it’).

Just get wet, turn
off the shower while soaping up and scrubbing, and
turn it back on briefly to rinse off. Super low-flow
showerheads can be installed to deliver as little as
1.25 gallons per minute, as opposed to the standard
3.2 gallons.

"% Don't use your toilet as a garbage can; put dirty tis-

sues in the wastebasket.

"4 Check faucets for leaks and call the office to put a

wor k order. A dripping faucet can w aste up to 2,000
gallons of water a year.
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"4 Turn off the faucet. This may sound simple, but gal-

lons of water are wasted daily while people w ash
dishes, clean vegetables, shave and brush teeth.

"'f:a When you rinse off vegetables and fruits, plug up the
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sink instead of using running w ater.

‘ Plug up the sink when you wash dishes by hand too.
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Keep a bottle of drinking water in the refrigerator .
Allowing the faucet to run until the water feels cool
wastes water.

“"% Maximize appliance efficiency by making sure dish-

washers and clothes washers are fully loaded before
starting them. Do this, and you can saw 15 gallons
per load for dishwasher and 55 gallons per load for
clothes washers.

If you have a fish tank, use dirty water for the tank
on your houseplants. It's rich in nitrogen and phos-
phorus, which give y ou a good fertilizer.

Don't defrost frozen foods with running water.
Either defrost them in the microw ave or plan ahead
by placing frozen items in the refrigerator ov ernight.
Saves50 to 150 gallons a month.

Never pour oil or grease in the drain. Instead put
grease in the jar or container that can be placedin
the garbage.

Do not use hot water when cold will do. W ashing
hands with soap and cold water can save water and
energy. Hot water should be added only when hands
are especially dirty.

Scrape dishes clean instead of rinsing them before
washing. There is no need to rinse unless theyare
heavily soiled.
