Marcy Park and Cole have recently experi-
enced some parking problems, resulting in some
unhappy residents. In an effort to keep everyone
safe and happy, Riverton staff will be crack-
ing down on parking violators . This means
YOU WILL BE TOWED if you are parked with-
out a permit or if your v ehicle is parked some
place not designated as a parking space.

Of course, following the parking rules is
important at all properties, but there hav e been
specific problems at Marcy Park and Cole.

At Marcy Park, parking is available FOR
MA RCY PARK MEMBERS ONL Y on a
first come, first serve basis in the back at no
additional charge. This means your guests
cannot park in the lot. Please leawe the spaces for
your neighbors.

At Cole, many people park in the grass or in

areas that say “No Parking.” The reason we do
not allow parking in certain areas is because they
are Fire Lanes. This means that if yu have a
situation arise in your townhouse and need an
emergency vehicle to come, their efforts will

be impeded by your illegally parked v ehicles.
You are putting y ourself and your neighbors in
danger by parking in these spaces. Also, keep
in mind that if you park on the grass, the grass
under your car dies. Keep your community safe
and looking great by parking in your designated

spaces or on the street.

Letters have been sent, notices posted, and w've
even made phone calls regarding specific vehi-
cles. This is your final w arning: If you are parked
in a space not intended for parking or do not
have a permit on your car you will be towed.

Welcomes LRT

The long-awaited Hiaw atha Light Rail train

system opened to the public on June 26th
to huge crowds and lots of celebration. The
Franklin LRT Station is just 5 blocks west
of the Franklin Co-op, so residents are now
connected directly to downtown on one

end of the line and to Fort Snelling at the
other end of the line. The remaining leg of
the line to the Mall of America and the air -
port is scheduled to be open by December
of 2004.

On opening day, Franklin board members
Jennifer and Alex Schumann, former board
member Robin Van Hook, Riverton staff
members Anne Kaess, Farheen Hakeem,
Gary Ellis and LoAnn Crepeau greeted
LRT riders from a tent set up at the sta-
tion site to showcase the Franklin Co-op
and Riverton Community Housing. Lots
of people stopped by to talk and pick up
information and assorted goodies. At the
same time, Riverton staff members Dianna
Tyson, Quanda Arch and Lindsey Bjornson
hosted an open house at Franklin Co-op to
show off the many improv ements made to
the building in the past y ear. The Riverton
maintenance staff headed by Scott Lakeberg
has done a terrific job of improving the
condition of the Co-op, with more improv e-
ments to come. The opening of the LRT
makes it even more convenient to live at
Franklin.

"The first week of ridership exceeded by

nearly 68 percent our goal to average 55,400
rides each week through the end of the
year," sad Mark Fuhrmann, acting gen-
eral manager. "We are encouraged by these
early ridership reports, and we also are
very pleased with the operational perfor -
mance of our people and rail equipment.
Nevertheless, it is premature to project
long-term ridership trends from the first
sevendays of operations."

The Hiawatha light-rail line - a $715.3 mil-
lion project - is owned by the Metropolitan
Council, operated by Metro Transit and
built by the Minnesota Department of
Transportation. Aride on the LRT costs the
same as a ride on an MTC bus, and trans-
fers from one to the other are the same as
from one bus to another. There will be 17
stations, with park and ride lots located at
Fort Snelling and at the Mall of America.
