Drains and Garbage Disposals
If you do not have a garbage 
disposal, you should never put any 
food down your drain. This causes the 
drains to become clogged and creates 
problems not only in your apartment, 
but potentially in other apartments as 
well. Most of the units do not have garbage disposals (only 
Cole and select units at Franklin have them) and therefore 
residents must be more careful about keeping food 
out of the drains. If you would like to request a screen 
that you can put in your drain to trap food when doing 
dishes, please let the of! ce know. 

Also, no one should put grease down their drains, 
whether there is a garbage disposal or not. As the 
grease dries, it hardens in the pipes and can lead to 
clogged drains and other problems. Please contact the 
of! ce with any questions about this matter. 

Vandalism
We would like to remind everyone that when a 
resident commits an act of vandalism in their 
building, they are contributing to a rental increase. It 
costs money to ! x these issues and the money comes from 
your rent. 

Please remember that if you or your 
guests are caught vandalizing the 
property, you and your apartment  could 
be subject to eviction. If you have any 
information regarding vandalism in  your 
building, please call the of! ce. Your 
information will be kept con! dential. 

If you live at Marshall, 4th Street Co-op, Cole, or 
Franklin, chances are your lease will be up for renewal 
this summer or fall. Please let us know what your plans 
are for the upcoming year as soon as possible. Also, 
please read your lease or call the of! ce to ! nd out 
what your required notice period is. Most residents 
will ! nd they need to give either a 60 or 90 day 
notice to the of! ce. Whatever your plans are, the 
of! ce needs to know if you plan to stay or move out.

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Make sure you completely ! ll your dishwasher before 
you run it. You can save 15 gallons of water every 
time you combine what would have been two loads 
of dishes.

Fill the sink with water and wash all your fruit and 
vegetables at the same time rather than running the 
water.

When you wash dishes by hand, soap the dishes all 
together by plugging the sink. When you are ! nished 
run the garbage disposal as you pull the plug – that 
way you don’t have to run extra water through it.

Keep a pitcher of water in the refrigerator. Running 
your water until it feels cold wastes gallons of water 
everyday.

If you have a ! sh tank use the dirty water on your 
house plants. It’s full of nitrogen and phosphorus 
which actually fertilizes your plants.

You can install a sink aerator to reduce the " ow of 
your water, or use a low " ow showerhead. 

Check your toilet and faucet for leaks. A leaking 
toilet wastes 200 gallons a day, and a faucet wastes 
5.5 gallons daily also. By putting food coloring in the 
top tank of your toilet you can check for leaks. If the 
color gets into the bowl without you " ushing it, then 
your toilet tank is leaking.

You save many gallons of water by turning the 
shower water off when you are shampooing, and 
then on again to rinse, off again to condition, and on 
again to rinse.

Don’t " ush tissues or " oss down the toilet. Throw those 
in the wastebasket instead. Also turn off the water 
while you are " ossing or brushing your teeth.

Fill a bowl with water to rinse your razor while you 
shave instead of keeping water running.

Pick one glass to be your water glass. Use it over 
again for a day or two before washing it. For health 
reasons always wash your glasses after drinking milk 
or juice.

Make sure you, your children, and your guests fully 
turn off the faucets in your house.

Do you feel the need to get yourself a small 
furry or scaly roommate? Do you wonder 
what Riverton’s policies are?  Well, the full 
pet policy is available at the of! ce, but 
here’s some handy information to get you 
started in your search for that quiet friend 
who always listens.

Which pets and how many friends can I have?
At Marcy Park, Marshall, 4th Street, and 
Franklin Coop you are allowed to have 
cats, caged animals, birds, ! sh etc. At Cole 
ONLY you are allowed to have dogs. Does 
this mean you can have unlimited amounts of 
cats and birds in your apartment and start 
your own domestic zoo? No. Residents may 
have two 25 gallon ! sh tanks, no more than 
two birds, no more than two cats – and at 
Cole no more than one dog. 

What does Riverton need from me when Fluffy 
comes home to stay?
If it is a cat or dog (Cole only) you need to 
provide adequate veterinary records – see 
of! ce for details. For all pets you need to 
give a damage deposit.

Aquariums require a $25 dollar deposit 
each.

Small furries and birds 
require a $50 damage 
deposit or $35 if they 
are from an adoption 
agency such as the Hu-
mane Society or other 
rescue group. 

Cats require a $150 deposit 
each, or $100 if they are from the 
Humane Society or an adoption 
agency.

Dogs (Cole Only) require a $200 
damage deposit.

Where do I get my own fuzzy 
buddy?
Good places for cats, dogs or small furries that 
will give you the lower damage deposit are:

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United States: The Unites States was of! cially founded in 1776, although Native Americans had been 
living in the US for centuries. The United States largest export is electronic machinery. The US has a 
democratically elected government.

Nigeria: The people of the republic of Nigeria have a rich history dating back to at least 9000 BC. 
Nigeria is the most populous country in Africa. Petroleum production constitutes the largest export for 
Nigeria. Nigeria has the 2nd largest newspaper market in Africa with several million copies sold everyday. 
Nigerian food is famous for its very hot chili peppers.

Togo: Togolese history has only been recorded in written form since the arrival of the Portuguese in the 
1500’s. Agriculture is provides 65% of the employment in Togo. French is the of! cial language of Togo. 
Togolese culture re" ects the 37 distinct ethnic groups of which it is made up. Traditional housing in Togo 
consists of unique clay dwellings called Taberma houses.  

Somalia: Somalia gained it’s independence from Italy in 1960. Somalia was one of the many countries 
effected by the tsunami in 2006. Livestock accounts for about 60% of Somalia’s export earnings. In 
Somalia dinner is most commonly eaten late, as late as 9pm or 11pm. Somalia has the longest coastline in 
Africa.

Eritrea: Eritrea’s most famous city is Asmara which grew from 4 villages founded in the 12th century 
originally known as “little Rome,” it’s known for its art deco architecture. One of the oldest hominid skeletons 
(1 million years old) was discovered in Eritrea. Eritrea used to be home to one the largest populations of 
elephants until they were used by the Ptolemaic Egyptians as war elephants. Recently they have begun 
regaining a small elephant population. 

China: Archaeological evidence suggests that humans lived in China for at least the last 250,000 years. 
One of China’s most famous archeological discoveries was the thousands of life size terracotta warriors 
from the Qin Dynasty. Many historians believe that soccer actually originated in China, along with ice 
cream made of mountain snow.

The Riverton Co-op communities are host to a wide variety of ethnicities. We have people from all over the world living in our 
Co-ops which gives us a richly diverse population. Some of our residents shared their country of origin with us, and we’ve collected 
a little information about your neighbor’s native countries.

THE MELTING POT
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Korea: Korea is currently divided into North and South Korea. The Koreans produced the world’s ! rst 
ironclad ships – called turtle ships. In Korean culture individuals are regarded as one year old when they 
are born, and their age increments on New Years Day rather than on the day of their birth. Korean cuisine 
is best known kimchi which uses a distinctive fermentation process for preserving vegetables. 

Malaysia: Malaysia was formed in 1963 from Malaya, Singapore, Sabah, and Sarawak. Malaysia is a 
federal constitutional elective monarchy, with a complex political electoral and heredity governing body.  
Malaysia encompasses variety of religions and ethnicities which celebrate their various holidays together. 
When the Chinese New Year and Hari Raya Puasa fall together many Malaysians greet each other with 
“Kongsi Raya#”

Romania: Romania’s independence as a nation was recognized in 1878. Romania is also where the 
oldest modern human skeleton (Homo sapiens sapiens) was discovered. These remains may represent 
the ! rst humans to have entered the continent of Europe. Romania is also home to one of the largest 
undisturbed forest areas in Europe, which contains more than 400 unique species of mammals found no-
where else in the world.

New Zealand: The ! rst settlers of New Zealand were Eastern Polynesians who came to the country 
sometime around 800 AD. New Zealand is now a constitutional monarchy with a parliamentary democracy. 
The icon of New Zealand is the " ightless Kiwi bird which is unique to New Zealand. New Zealand’s main 
export is dairy products, and sheep products.

Ethiopia: Ethiopia is considered one of the oldest nations in the world. Archaeologists have discovered 
some of the oldest traces of humanity there, which makes it an important area for human history. Ethiopia 
is a very ecologically diverse country with both deserts and tropical forests. Coffee is Ethiopia’s largest 
export, and it is credited with being the original source of the coffee bean. Ethiopia also has 84 indigenous 
languages.

Argentina: Although Argentina is a tropical South American country it also controls 374,312 square miles 
of frozen Antarctica known as Argentine Antarctica. The name Argentina comes from the Latin word for 
silver, as silver was what the Spanish Conquistadors came to Argentina to ! nd. Argentina is famous for its 
vibrant plant life, and the variety of large dinosaur species discovered in Patagonia. 

Benin: Benin is a presidentially represented democratic republic. Until 1975 Benin was known as the 
kingdom of Dahomey. Dahomey was most famous for its radical army of elite female soldier corps known 
in English as “our mothers”. It is believed that voodoo originated in Benin. Five time Grammy nominee and 
international goodwill ambassador Angelique Kidjo was born in Benin. 

France: France is one of the founding members of the European Union, and has the largest land area of 
its members. France’s modern democratic government was formed in 1958. France is ranked as the number 
one tourist destination in the world. Attractions include the Eiffel Tower, Louvre Museum, and the Palace of 
Versailles. France is also well known for its bike race the Tour de France.

India: India is considered the most populous democracy in the world, although it is the second most 
populous country. India gained a prominent place in trade history as the birthplace of the East India 
Trading company. Renowned paci! st Mahatma Gandhi led the freedom movement in India from 1920-30; 
India gained independence in 1947. India is home to several critically endangered species including the 
Asiatic lion and the Bengal tiger.
